Most Reverend Eminence:

Mr. Nahum Sokolow, President of the Executive Committee of the Zionist
Organization, and currently residing in London (London NW - 43 Compayne
Gardens Hampstead “Ha-Zefirah”), and who was passing through Berlin in recent
days, has repeatedly sought to visit me. In the short meeting which I finally felt
myself forced to grant him, he, after expressing (although he is a Jew) sentiments of
reverence and respect for the Catholic Church, reminded me that, when he had
come to Rome at the beginning of the year 1917, he was repeatedly received by Your
Most Reverend Eminence, and even had the honour of being admitted to a private
audience with His Holiness. He added that, since he intended to return there [i.e.
Rome] this year, he would be particularly happy if he could once again be kindly
welcomed by Your Eminence, and would be grateful if he could be given, if
necessary, some assurance in this regard.

Although I, for my part, made it clear to the aforesaid gentlemen that the subjects
which interest him do not fall within the competence of this Nunciature, I
nevertheless felt it my duty to refer the above-mentioned [person? matter?],
