ARTICLE ON VATICAN AID TO JEWISH SCHOLARS

The May issue of The National Jew-
ish Monthly carried an article awhich
described how Pope Pius X1 and Pope
Pius XII took the anti-fascist step of
employing in the Vatican five famous
Jeawish scholars awho awere dismissed
from their academic posts as the result
of fascist Italy's anti-Jewvish lawws.
Many readers avere stirred by this
article; one of them awrote in to sug-
gest I)’Jat a copy of it be sent to “every
parish priest in America,” Many Catlo-
lic Archbishops and Bishops wrote in,
expressing a deep interest in the article.
We heard from Their Excellencies the
Archbishops of Baltimore, New York,
San Francisco, Detroit, Chicago, and
Massachusetts, and _from T heir Excel-
lencies the Bishops of Brooklyn, Man-
chester, N. H., Raleigh, N. C., Okla-
homa City and Tulsa, Okla., Galveston,
Tex., Reno,New., Savannal and Atlanta,
Ga., Boise, Ida., Providence, R. I., and
Toledo, O. We reproduce below short
excerpts from a few of these interesting
and significant letters.—Editor.

The May issue of your publication con-
tains a highly interesting article relative to
the actions of the present Pope and His
predecessor in extending justice to the vie-
tims of misguided hatred . .. All of us are
appalled by the frightfulness of the cam-
paign which in recent vears has struck so
